
MV440 Cellular Activation Guide - Verizon     7/7/10 

I. PC Requirements 

To provision the MV440 Gateway, a PC will be required with the following minimum 

requirements: 

o CPU speed of 500 MHz or higher 

o 256 MB of RAM 

o Hard Drive with 1 GB of available storage 

o A standard CD drive 

o An Ethernet port and a USB port 

o A standard mouse, keyboard and video monitor 

o Windows 7, XP, or Vista Operating System 

 

 

II. Preparing the PC ς Installing applications 

Remove the CD from the MV440 box and place it in the CD drive on the PC.  If the screen below 

does not automatically appear within 1 minute, follow these steps: 

 Click άStartέ, click άMy Computerέ and then double click the CD drive ƭŀōŜƭŜŘ άa±пплέ.  The 

contents of the CD will appear as shown below.

wizard/prompts to install the required USB drivers (this allows the PC to communicate with the 

MV440).

wizard/prompts to install the AxessManager application. 



III. Preparing the PC ς Configuring the network connection (this tutorial reflects Windows XP)

IV. Provisioning the MV440 through a PC 

*Activation cannot be completed if a wireless account has not been setup with Verizon Wireless.*  

 

1. Apply AC power to the MV440, turn on the power switch, and verify the port switch (shown 

below) is positioned to the left towards the USB port. 

 

 

2. Connect the cellular antennas to the sides of the MV440 to allow for sufficient signal reception. 



 

3. Connect the included USB cable between the MV440 and the PC.

5. Verify the signal strength is strong (multiple antenna bars) and cƭƛŎƪ ǘƘŜ άaŜƴǳέ ǘŀō ǘƻ ǎǘŀǊǘ the 

Over- the-Air Service Provisioning (OTASP) process.  Caution: Clicking the ά/ƻƴƴŜŎǘέ ōǳǘǘƻƴ ǿƛƭƭ 

NOT establish connectivity until OTASP is complete.

9. /ƭƛŎƪ άhYέΣ then close the AxessManager window and then power down the MV440.  The 

Verizon Wireless Network Ready MV440 is now provisioned.  

 

V. Verifying Internet Connectivity on the MV440 

 

1. With the MV440 powered off, connect one end of the included Ethernet Cable to a PC and the 

other end to the Gateway. 

 

2. The port switch (shown below) should be switched to the right side (Ethernet side).  Note: This is 

also the required setting for Wi-Fi connectivity. 

 

 

3. Ensure the Gateway is connected to 110-volt AC power and turn on the power switch. 

 

4. Look at the άPowerέ [95 ƻƴ ǘƻǇ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ Dateway and verify it is illuminated.  Once the Gateway 

finds a suitable network, the άSignalέ LED will turn to Red, Orange or Green depending on the 

strength of the acquired signal. 

 

5. Open an Internet browser and navigate to a website of your choice.  The άConnectέ LED will 

illuminate only when data is being transmitted or received from the MV440. 

 

 

6. If the website loads successfully, your system is properly configured and ready for use. 

 

 

  



 

VI. Accessing the User Interface and Securing the Wi-Fi on the MV440 Gateway 

 

The MV440 Gateway provides an embedded Web-based Management Utility for configuration 

using a Web Browser.  The Web-based Management Utility can be accessed locally via Ethernet 

or Wi-Fi connection.
